B: He is very thirsty.

3. A girl is drinking a smoothie from a glass through a straw.

(smoothie = crushed fruit + milk / yoghurt /ice cream)



A: What is the girl drinking through a straw?
B: She is drinking a smoothie.

Study the examples in the past, present and future tense:
Past: 1 drank some juice yesterday.

Present: 1 drink orange juice every day.

Present: He is drinking water now.

Present: The girl has just drunk a smoothie.

Future: 1 will drink some orange juice fomorrow.

(The underlined words help to understand the tense of the
examples.)
